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Manuscript Submission Regulations

. Purpose

The purpose of the present regulations lies in regulating all matters related to the submission of manuscripts to the Journal
of the Korean Society for Railway (hereafter “the Journal”) in accordance with the operation regulations of the Editorial
Board of the Journal of the Korean Society for Railway (hereafter “the Board”) within the Korean Society for Railway
(hereafter “the Society”). Journal of the Korean Society for Railway will only publish refereed original research papers.

. Qualifications for Submission

Both members and non-members of the Society may submit manuscripts. However, if the corresponding author or the
first author is a non-member, payment of the manuscript publication fees decided separately by the Society must be made.

. Corresponding Author

A corresponding author must be appointed for a co-authored manuscript. The corresponding author is responsible for all
matters related to manuscript submission, including the submission, revision, supplementation of the manuscript, and the
payment of the manuscript publication fee.

. Preparation of Manuscripts

Manuscripts must be written in accordance with the regulations on the preparation of manuscripts separately decided by
the Board (“Guide for Authors”).

. References

All references must be listed at the end of the manuscript, arranged in the order of their citation in the main body, and
written in English. If there are more than four authors, the names of only up to four of them must be entered. Other
details must be in accordance with the “Guide for Authors.”

. Manuscript Submission

(D The submission of manuscripts is possible at any time and is processed through the online manuscript submission and
review system on the Society’s website.
(@ Authors may submit their manuscripts by selecting either a regular paper or an expedited paper.

. Manuscript Submission and Inquiries

Inquiries regarding manuscript submission and printing may be directed to the staff member in charge of the Journal at
the Executive Office of the Society.

. Manuscript Review Fee

(D The manuscript review fee is not charged.
(@ For expedited papers, a separate review fee must be paid at the time of submission in order to ensure expedited review
and priority publication.

. Manuscript Reception

The reception date of a manuscript submitted is the date on which the corresponding author has completed the submission
of the manuscript in accordance with “Manuscript Submission Regulations”.

Manuscript Rejection
Manuscripts that seriously violate “Manuscript Submission Regulations” or the “Guide for Authors” or whose English
abstracts exhibit seriously low proficiency in English may be rejected.

Manuscript Resubmission
Resubmitted manuscripts shall follow the standard manuscript submission procedures.

Manuscript Return
Manuscripts submitted to the Journal will not be returned under any circumstances.

Manuscript Disclosure
For manuscript review, the manuscript submitted is disclosed only to members of the Board in charge of manuscript
review and appointed manuscript reviewers from the date of reception to the completion of manuscript review.

Manuscript Review

(D Manuscript review is performed by three reviewers through the online manuscript review system. Here, the revision
and supplementation of the manuscript may be requested. The revision and supplementation of the manuscript must
be performed in consideration of the comments of the reviewers and members of the Board and follow the “Guide
for Authors.” without fail.
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(2 The results of the manuscript review are notified to the corresponding author. A manuscript is considered unacceptable
if a revised and supplemented version is not submitted within three months in the case of a first review and within
two months in the case of a second review, respectively, from the date of notification.

(3 Each stage of the review process for expedited papers, including the initial review and any subsequent reviews, shall,
in principle, be completed within two weeks.

Manuscript Acceptance

The acceptance of the manuscript submitted is decided in accordance with the procedures stipulated in the manuscript
review regulations of the Journal. However, for publication, the revision or supplementation of parts of the manuscript
may be requested.

Final Manuscript

(D When the manuscript submitted has been accepted for publication, the corresponding author must submit the final
manuscript composed in accordance with the manuscript format designated by the Board.

@ If the final manuscript is not submitted within one month from the date of manuscript acceptance notification, the
manuscript may be regarded as having been withdrawn by the corresponding author.

Copyright Transfer Form and Checklist

The entire copyright to a manuscript published in the Journal belongs to the Society. Representing all authors, the
corresponding author must submit the copyright transfer form and the submission checklist as stipulated by the Board.
However, if the copyright transfer form and the submission checklist are not submitted within one month from the date of
manuscript acceptance notification, the manuscript may be regarded as having been withdrawn by the corresponding author.

Manuscript Publication Fee

The corresponding author must make payment of the designated manuscript publication fee decided by the Society in
accordance with the stipulations of the Board before the publication (printing) of the accepted manuscript. However, if the
manuscript publication fees are not paid by the deadline notified by the Executive Office of the Society, the manuscript
may be regarded as having been withdrawn by the corresponding author.

Manuscript Withdrawal

The corresponding author may withdraw the manuscript submitted only before its publication (printing). However, if
withdrawal is performed during the composition of the manuscript, the corresponding author must pay the composition
fee and the entire costs of damages from the delay in the publication as assessed by the Society.

Change of Authors

The addition, removal, or change in the order of the names of the authors is possible before the publication (printing) of
the manuscript. However, the corresponding author must submit an agreement that includes the signatures of all authors,
including those whose names are to be added or removed.

Manuscript Publication Order

(D In principle, accepted manuscripts are published in the order of the reception of the respective final manuscripts,
copyright transfer forms, and submission checklist. However, the publication order may be adjusted in accordance
with the decisions of the Editor-in-Chief or the Board.

(@ Expedited papers shall, in principle, be published in the next available issue following acceptance, with priority over
other accepted manuscripts.

Manuscript Offprints

(D Only if the corresponding author so requests, offprints may be provided on condition that the corresponding author
makes payment of the actual costs decided separately by the Board. However, one copy of the Journal may be
provided to the corresponding author free of charge.

@ If the corresponding author requests additional offprints, they may be provided on condition that the corresponding
author makes payment of the actual costs.

Academic paper awards
The Committee may select individuals and present academic paper awards to them in order to encourage and activate
contributions to the journal. Details regarding this are to follow matters determined in Addendum 1.

Correction of Published Paper

(D When any correction to papers that have already been published in the journal is required, a request for correction may
be made by submitting the “Application for Corrections to Published Papers” to the editorial committee. Requests for
corrections may only be made by the corresponding author of the paper in question, and approval from all co-authors
shall be obtained in advance.

(2 Submitted applications for corrections shall be reviewed by the editorial committee, which shall determine whether the
correction is approved and notify the corresponding author of the outcome.
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3 Corrections approved by the editorial committee shall be announced (printed) according to a separately prescribed
format in the next issue of the journal as designated by the editorial committee.

@ A corresponding author submitting the Application for Corrections to Published Papers must pay the paper correction
fee specified in the Journal’s manuscript submission regulations. <Approved by the 5th Board Meeting of 2025 held
on June 16, 2025>

(® Applications for corrections may only be made within 12 months of the publication of the paper in question.

® The scope of corrections shall be limited to those that do not affect the outcome or conclusions of the paper, such as
typos and minor errors in the text, formulae, tables or graphs. Corrections may not be made to the conclusion or the
name(s) of the author(s).

(@ The total length of corrections shall not exceed one tenth of the entire paper, and requests for excessive corrections
may be rejected.

(® The purpose, content and method of corrections requested shall comply with all research ethics. The author(s) of the
paper in question shall assume all liabilities for corrections made.

Responsibility and Research and Publication Ethics
(D All responsibility for submitted and published manuscripts lies with the author(s), and the author(s) has/have a
responsibility to follow the Research Ethics Regulations of the Society.
(2 Manuscripts that have been submitted to other journals may not be submitted to the Journal, and those that have been
submitted to the Journal and are under review may not be submitted to other journals.
(@ All authors must follow the Research Ethics Regulations of the Society, and the Journal follows the international
standard publication ethics (https://publicationethics.org/node/11184).
@ “Authorship” must be satisfied all of the following.
1) Substantial contributions to the conception or design of the work; or the acquisition, analysis, or interpretation of
data for the work; AND
2) Drafting the work or revising it critically for important intellectual content; AND
3) Final approval of the version to be published; AND
4) Agreement to be accountable for all aspects of the work in ensuring that questions related to the accuracy or
integrity of any part of the work are appropriately investigated and resolved

Regulation Amendment

The amendment of the present regulations is decided by the attendance of one-third of members of the Board and the
approval of the majority of the members of the Board present. However, the participation and decision of members of the
Editorial Advisory Board are not included in the quorum for the decision.

. Matters not mentioned in the present regulations follow the decisions of the Editor-in-Chief or meetings of the Board.

5) Award presentation ceremony: Determined by the Journal of the Korean Society for Railway Editorial Committee
6) Necessary budget: To be covered by the Society’s journal budget
7) Other items: Items not specified above are to follow the Journal of the Korean Society for Railway Editorial

5) Award presentation ceremony: Determined by the Journal of the Korean Society for Railway Editorial Committee
6) Necessary budget: To be covered by the Society’s journal budget
7) Other items: Items not specified above are to follow the Journal of the Korean Society for Railway Editorial
Committee’s decision and the Chairperson’s approval.
